about from our missionaries, missionaries of other missions, local Christians, and leaders. When we step
back and look at what God is doing in people’s lives it is a no wonder Satan is stomping his nasty foot! But =
Jesus has the victory!! Here is some of the proof from our little corner of Africa. Tim writes:
One of the things that I am usually asking God for in prayer is to raise up workers for the harvest. It seems
like in the last few years we have kind of stagnated in that area. As the Refugees have been returning lo
their own countries over the years, we have not seen a lot of new guys stepping up. Still, the middle two
regional areas of Gueckedou and Ouende Kenema have been feeling stronger lately. For years they have
felt a little drained as we sent men off to be trained as pastors. Now most of those men are back and
beginning to work. So the manpower situation in the center feels better. But in the east, in N'Zerekore, and
9 @ in the north, in Kissidougou, we have not had much improvement in the areas in manpower for some time.

 When I got to Kissidougou on my last trip I felt a little down. News was that one of our leaders in an area
south of town called Wautau was not there. We had invested a lot of training time in Tamba Parfait, and he
\/\) as about the only leader that I was familiar with in this newer area. He had somehow been cheated by
local secular leaders and said he was not sticking around there where they treated him like that, and he
MATTHEW ons to Liberia. It had something to do with a loan that he was being held responsible for, but someone
q '3 3% else had rum off with the money. I had doubts whether this whole area, including the training market in the
town of Weutau as well as a whole cluster of preaching points around the town, would survive if there was
no trained person there.

Then I heard the same story from an area north of Kissidougou called Gbandama. We have had some weak [-@ ﬁ
work there for quite a while, but it was always shaky. I had only been there about once before. But recently

our leaders felt they had two well-trained men there who would be able to get a training market
functioning in the area. But on my arrival I heard someone had accidentally burned up part of their rice
field, but when they fried to deal with the case local government officials would not listen fo them. So they
toa decided they had had it with their own village people and set out for Liberia. This seemed to be like
some new fud. Get in a fight at home and move to Liberia,

I spent three days teaching in the Wautau area. It was great. Among the leaders who were there were tweo
more mature, intelligent looking guys, Marcel and Papa. They obviously had been working on the material

a little and picked up the stuff very well. Wautau was suddenly looking stronger to me. Then another guy o
arrived that peaple seemed to be glad to see. It turmed out he was a guy named Amos. Amos had been in Cgy, ; 2. ke
one af my classes in a market center in the Gueckedou region called Bedala years ago in the late %'s. He
had not been all that outstanding and had kind of disappeared later. It turned owt that he had moved to this 0
area and had continued to learn and teach our materials. Some of the Wautau area people eventually ran Kis [Nﬂq&
into him and they realized they were working with the same church. He has matured a lot and now seems

to know his material much better than I remember him knowing it in the late 90's. Together these three men 30kn
form a very solid core for this whole areq. We did a lot of talking about how they can keep learning and \é
fortifving what they have. That is something that I usually have to beat on people to work on, but these

people were eager for it. WAUTAY
