After settling in here he began working on his French and visiting the work here in Conakry with /:ff
me (Tim). This work continues to baffle, frustrate and delight me. The Kissi work is going well. -
The training is smooth and we will open services on Jan 7. The refugee work is nuts. We keep
gaining and losing groups every week. [ don’t really know what to make of it. But we seem to be —

getting some good people. Donna Meyer, the girls’ teacher this year, has started some teaching coWAKRY
with women, and even opened a small study with some Muslim women.

Early in Dec. agricultural missionaries Delano and Linda Meyer arrived, and took James up to
Siguiri where he could see both them and Tim Norton in action. Delano and Linda live in Sierra

Leone and cover that country, Liberia, and Guinea in their work. God is also using the Norton’s
work among the Muslim Maninka people in incredible ways. They are now sending Maninka

A few days after they left, I also left from Conakry for the Forest region and spent some days
teaching in Guéckedou. At the end of November we all hooked up there, the Meyers led their
seminar, and we all attended the council meeting. I really enjoyed seeing the seminar that the
NoV-DEC Meyers do with the people again. The people here live in a cycle that is really nuts, but they
cannot escape it. At harvest time the price of their rice drops because so much is available. '4%
Traders snap it up cheap, and the people get bottom dollar. Prices of goods go sky high, but
everyone buys because it is the only time they have money. Before the next harvest, food runs
out and rice prices go through the roof, but now the people need to buy it from the same traders
that sold it to them for many times what they sold it for before. They have to sell other goods that
they bought high and cash crops, but now the prices of those things have dropped, and they get ;
nothing for it. They usually end up borrowing rice that they have to pay back at over 100% at the £ Mas
next harvest. The Meyers try to work with the people to help them figure out for themselves how 100 %
foolish this cycle is and ways to break it. They also work with other cultural problems that keep :
e people from prospering and how to deal with them scripturally. Practical farming methods and

test plots, and uses of lime and fertilizer were also discussed. I wish I could give you a whole

newsletter on this. It’s really interesting.
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
