¥ down city system had not pumped into that area of town for two years. No walter... pipe or no
e pipe. That would delay moving in a bit. After prolonged discussions it was finally agreed that a
well would be dug and a water tower set up with our money which would then be deducted from
— rent. Digging began the next week.

We had seen the city electricity so we knew that was there, but the day after we arrived it was
gone. What the... It turned out that the power was patched through our neighbor’s house
through some friendly agreement. As soon as the neighbor saw rich foreigners who should pay #
their own bills, he physically cut the wire to our house. To put in power we had to pay for our / '
Yown pole and for the city to run a line to it and to the house. Take that out of the rent too.

Well, it was obvious by then that we would not be moving in before we had to leave to go to
Dakar for Katie’s graduation events which began on May 29™. So we arranged things as well as
we could and traveled. Katie’s graduation was wonderful! The girls have had an incredible year
there at Dakar Academy, and Katie had a very hard time leaving her friends. On June 6™, at
