Tenf

*‘fﬂ exciting answers to your prayers. He has agreed to write about it for us this month, Here’s Tim..

This month has been incredible. We haven’t seen God move like this since the time just after the war.
First, early in the month we saw things happening here in Conakry. Part of my new responsibilities in
Conakry is to establish a church here, but I’ve just been too busy to really push on that yet. We have

written before about the small group of Muslim guards that seem to be showing a lot of interest.

‘Well, earlier this month Beth was doing mail at the CMA mission.-The cleaning woman looked twice -
at her and said, “Madam Timothy?” It turned out she was a Lutheran Liberian refugee from the time o
when our refugee church was huge in Guéckedou before the war. We got in touch and she began 7
helping me to organize a refugee church here with her many connections. Then about a week later
one of our guys from Kissidougou came down to deliver a message. He stayed with his brother while
.- he was here. He said his brother was interested in the church so we went to visit him at his home and
' the furniture building workshop where he works. Both areas are planes where Kissis from the Forest © )
Regmn live and work. Since then we have started a training session at the workshop and have made !
visits around his home. Thmgs look very promising for having a church there very soon. So without
any real effort or even much intention on our part, suddenly God has planted a Muslim study group, a
refugee church, and a Guinean Kissi church with lots of potential for expansion. I could say a lot
more about this, and I intend to in the future, but there is so much more to tell about this month.
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On the 24" of September I left Conakry for the Forest.
My main goal was to conduct a workshop in Guéckedou
for leaders of the TEE program which went well. After the
workshop I traveled to our various areas of work. I first
went to N’Zérékoré. Alfred, one of the few remaining
refugee teachers, had just returned from a trip to Sierra
Leone. He was able to report that many of the men that
we had trained here in Guinea that were not Lutherans
before the war were now functioning well there. Most isstoavg U
F://%"EB have started new Lutheran churches, and many are now L':ll
: leaders at the national and district levels. Things were
gﬂmgwellﬂleretou so I was happy about that. CGMKE‘IL\
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Nﬂ)ﬂ I went to Ounde-Kenema. On the way I picked up a guy that was struggling with two huge
pipes on his bike. As we rode I asked him if he was a Christian. He was not, but when I asked him if LIEEEH\
he would be interested in having a church in his village he brightened up. I told him I could have our
people visit him and hook him up with a market class where he could learn and teach his people.
When we got to the village he showed me an old tattered copy of some Jehovah Witness material and
said he really had wanted to learn more about Jesus. The whole village was excited about my being
there, and I had to sit in four or five houses. They were just plain ripe! I left with a chicken and many
promises to receive whoever I sent to start their teaching. Later [ picked up two other boys and the
village in which I dropped them was also interested in having a church. They introduced me to a
= Catholic member there (Catholics here seldom teach the people anything and members often
L, continue sacrifice, use juju etc.) It turned out he knew the Lutheran president where I was going and

was very interested in being taught by him. When 1 arrived our people knew both villages and

promised to visit them soon. In front of a meeting, I turned over the chicken and said that the first
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
