But it was like an answer to prayer when the Kenya meeting ~ n®g
came up and just happened to be set for the week after the graduation. It would be cheaper for us ke + @
to attach a trip home to an existing trip than to just buy a round trip ticket. It seemed like the g- - —'\‘*'I;,
hand of God, so we went for it.

But that would only be the beginning of our travels. Beth was scheduled for a Volunteer :
Coordinator’s meeting in Minnesota in June. Then the whole family was to fly to Texas for a J :
meeting of all the missionaries of the LCMS. In August one of us would be flown hometohelp ' |
put Jonathan into college. Our two month furlough was scheduled for September - October. It i o
does not take a rocket scientist to figure that if we made each of these trips separately things 1 ¢ <
p would get very expensive, and not much would get done in between each one. So Beth would + /
come home to stay after her meeting in June, and I would follow when it was time for the _' >

gathering in Texas, and we would stay in the US until October. ﬂké‘:q '

So that is how things went. Since Andrea had finished her seventh grade home school course
Beth took her along when she went home for the graduation, and Andrea stayed with family here
until we all arrived. It was great that Beth could be in Kansas for the graduation. We all thank
God for that. She had a good time at the meeting in Kenya too. She had designed a program for
our French-speaking area missionaries to use to report their monthly expenses, and it was
adopted for use for all of Africa. She also got to visit a game park and see the elephants and
giraffes and things that we never see in our part of Africa. When she returned to Guinea it was
only about a week before it was time for Katie to come back from Dakar Academy. Then, four
days later, Beth and Katie fly back to the US.

That left me in alone in Africa. (sniff) But it was a very busy time for me. After I put Andrea and
Beth on the first plane to America I would not see family again for 47 days. (How do they do it
in the military?) I spent some time with the new churches in Conakry, and then I headed out to
the Forest region of Guinea. I had missed time there because of the earlier strikes and violence so
I really needed to have some time with the church there.

It was good to have a block of time like that. Since we live so far from this work and since it is
so scattered, [ usually rush around and teach in central areas and meet with leaders. Since our
return to Guinea in *05, I have not had the time to visit the real grass-roots teaching that happens
every week to train our village teachers. Unfortunately this has slipped more than I had
suspected. We have many new guys doing training since the days that [ had trained the men first
hand.
